Start at Armadale Start Point, at 10 a.m. Western Australian Standard Time
Left into Jull Street, Right at roundabout into Church,

Right at Armadale Road.

Straight across at lights onto Albany Highway.

300 meters then, 1°* Left into Carradine Road,

km then 2™ Left into Canns Road,

250 meters then 1° Left into Patterson Road,

1.4 km, Go to end of Patterson, turn Left into Hill Street,

300 meters then Right at Brookton Highway (route 40).

[Thompsons road is 4.3 km along Brookton Hwy, might be worth exploring some time if it connects to Old Albany Road,
and then Left into Heritage Drive, Right into Croyden]

4.6 km then Right into Croyden Road (route 205),

3 km then veer Right into Lady McNess Drive (stay on route 205, avoiding Gardiner
Road), after about 5 km it becomes Canning Dam Road — go to end of Canning Dam
Road.

Left into Albany Highway (route 30). 15.5 km to Jarradale Road (go straight/south)
Short Break at North Bannister.

14 km to turnoff, just past bridge across Bannister River.

Right into Bannister-Marridong Road,

Proceed South through Boddington (15 km, 22km to Marradong)

Right at Marradong onto Pinjarra-Williams Road.

42 km West to Dwellingup. Lunch at Dwellingup Tavern [ Marrinup St, Dwellingup 6213,
phone: 9538 1056 ]

Return ride

From Dwellingup, take Pinjarra-Williams Road, 23 km West to Pinjarra.
Immediately North East of River as leaving Pinjarra, turn left into Patterson Road.
Stay on Patterson Road,

15 km North, then Right/East onto Lakes Road (after Mandurah Hospital Campus).
8 km then Left/North into Hopeland Road.

18 km to end of Hopeland, Right/East into Rowe Road.

3.3 km to end, Left/North into Rapids Road.

1.6 km to end, Right/East into Lowlands Road.

2" Left into Kargotich Road.

14 km North to Thomas Road (route 21).

East on Thomas to Tonkin Highway (Route 4).

North on Tonkin Highway. Riders disperse at whichever exit is most convenient for
them

(possibly Armadale Road, Ranford/South, Albany Highway, etc.)
